Na forventes
det at medlemmene tar ansvar for egen
kompetanse- og publikumsutvikling.

Noen trakk kanskje et lettelsens sukk
over a slippe styringsdialog om hvem
som sitter i salen da de radgregnne
forsvant ut av kontorene i 2013, men
flere bekymrer seg i dag over at det
gkonomiske handlingsrommet krymper.
Det kan fare til nedprioritering av bade
kunstnerisk utvikling og inkludering

av grupper som faller fra eller aldri
kommer innenfor. Pa den andre siden vil
det bli enda stagrre konkurranse om det

In 1997 Heather Maitland wrote “A Guide
to Audience Development”, setting the
stage for Audience Development as policy
and practice. 12 years later, in 2009,
Audiences Norway (NPU) were established
in Bergen as a national member
organization with support from the City of
Bergen. The year after NPU was included
in the national budget. The aim was to
increase knowledge about barriers and
motivations for participation, especially
among groups with low engagement.

Times are changing. In 2016 the
government decided to withdraw all
support for the National Knowledge and
Resource Center, their predecessors by
now had invested NOK 16 million into. Now
it's up to the NPU members themselves to
take responsibility for audience research
and capacity building.

Some heads of institutions may have felt
relief when social democrats busy with
inclusion policy left their offices in 2013.
Many more are now worried about the
the cultural sector's financial situation.
Even if the level of public funding is still
high in Norway compared to Europe, there
is a concern that we are entering an era
with less funding for artistic development
and audience development. On the other
hand, as there will be more competition
for existing audiences, there will be even

There are
limits to how many times high frequent
visitors can go to the museum, theatre
or concert halls. There will be a need to
persuade new groups of audiences to
take part.

NPU's vision is a society in
which arts and culture has a
central position in the lives
of a broader spectrum of
people than today.

Audience development is about balancing
artistic and audience development goals in
a way that serves the purpose of both the

institution and the surrounding community.

In 2017, NPU has been operating without
any assignment from the Ministry, still
serving the needs of member institutions,
municipalities and counties. We have

been carrying out market investigations

in collaboration with Opinon AS, the

NPU conference is being produced in
collaboration with Dansens Hus, Akershus
County, Oslo Municipality and Opinion AS,
and with the support of the Norwegian Arts
Council. The Ministry, The Municipality of
Bergen, Kristiansand have contributed with
extraordinary operating subsidies.

It has been a great encouragement

to see new institutions signing up for
membership this year. We are now serving
151 members from all over the country.
We thank them for investing their time
and money into the organization, either by

Audiences Norway (NPU) in cooperation with Dansens Hus and Opinion, supported by
Akershus County, City of Oslo and Arts Council Norway.

Arts & Audiences was introduced by NPU/Audience Norway in 2011 as a three-year
project conference. The conference visited Stockholm (2012), Helsinki (2013), Reykjavik
(2014), Copenhagen (2015) and Gothenburg (2016). Audiences Norway were the
producer of the three-year conference cycle, followed by the CKI - Centre for Arts and
Interculture organizing the 2014 and 2015 conference in Copenhagen, and RePublik -
Audiences Sweden producing the 2016 conference in Gothenburg.
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
